An Energy audit is a process that helps you to identify
the areas where your home or office is losing energy
and what steps you can take to improve energy
efficiency.
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The biggest issue in Pakistani politics always is a corruption
by the ruling politicians and govt officials. People think
they have been looted by corrupt govt. officials and
politicians, who have deposited their tax money either in
Swiss banks or used it to buy properties in London.

The guestion is whether the money taken away from the
country was of tax paid by the people or was it the loans
and grants give to us by the foreign governments or
financial institutions such the International Monetary
Fund (IMF), World Bank or Asian Development Bank?

In the eyes of people, they pay their taxes to the
government so that it could provide essential facilities of
life to them.

In order to provide the facilities, the government first must
be able to get sufficient tax collection.

In this article, let us see how much tax the government is
able to collect and what steps the government should take
toincrease this collection.

Are we paying enough taxes in Pakistan to enable our
country function properly? Is the current revenue
generation from the taxes are sufficient for the
government to deliver all what is expected of it?

The current tax-to-GDP ratio in Pakistan is roughly 11-12
percent, which is lowest in the SAARC countries with India
at 17.7 percent. If we compare this ratio with any of the
developed countries, we are far below in numbers. The
tax-to-GDP ratio in Australia is 25.8%, in America 26.9%
and all European countries around 37-39%.

The second question is, how many people submit their

annual incorme tax returns to the Federal Board of Revenue.

In 2015, despite all government efforts like extensions for
10 months after the year end and tax amnesty scheme, the
total number of income tax returns filed were
approximately 1.4 million (1%), out of total population of
200 million.

If we take out the non-working population, still millions of
people in Pakistan don't file their income tax returns. The
list includes landlords, traders, farmers, working class; all
of whom require facilities, but are not ready to pay taxes. In
the light of above given facts, it is difficult for any
government to function and fulfil the basic needs of its
people.

The government, in order to finance development projects
in the country has to borrow loans from the local banks,
other countries or financial institutions. These loans all
come not only with finance costs but other implicit costs
like putting pressure on the government to take steps
which affect the lives of common people.

The ever-increasing budget deficit is putting the nation
under more and more debt burden every year. The
government's main focus is on indirect taxes or collection
of tax at source. The indirect taxes provide revenues to the
government but they have their worst effects on the lives

of ordinary people.
So, whatis the solution? How can overcome the problem ?
The first step should be the promotion of banking channels
for all transactions. All the government charges collection
and disbursements should be made through bank
accounts only.

The government can make rules for accepting the utility
bills through account payment only and make rules for the
private sector to pay for all purchases such as sugar and
textile industry, payments to farmers, salary payment to
employees can also be linked to bank accounts.

This will not only improve documentation of the economy
but will also reduce the amount of money in the
government and private sector generated through
corruption.

The value of note issuance should be reduced from
Rs5,000 to Rs 100. With this step, the circulation of cash
will be reduced and it will be difficult for the black market
to operate. The government should also provide incentives
to the banks to open their branches in the village or district
levels to facilitate the common people.

The State Bank should take steps for using Mational
|dentity Cards as ATM cards as well as National Tax
Mumbers. This system is used successfully in all the
western countries and even in gulf countries like Saudi
Arabia and UAE. The use of cash is very limited in this case.
The most important step is to get properly qualified and
trained people employed in the tax collection department
like the Federal Board of Revenue.

In Australia, for example, a tax advisor should. be
possessing a degree in taxation. The same rule can be
adopted in Pakistan with the help of accounting

bodies, like Institute of Chartered Accountants of
Pakistan (ICAP) or ICMAP.

The civil servants should only be allowed to join the
Income Tax department, if they have a degree or
certification in tax laws. If merit system is followed in
tax department, we can enhance the effectiveness of
our taxation system.

The last step is to provide full access to the FBR to all
banking details of all citizens. The State Bank of
Pakistan can play an important role in this regard. The
systemn at FBR should be linked to the banking system,
sothat details of all transactions can be monitored.
All these steps require the will of the government.
Once the government is able to document all the
transactions, tax revenues will increase automatically,
and indirect tax collection will be curtailed. This will
also help the government reduce its dependence on
loans and grants.

of its textile in the American market. In comparison,
India , Sri lanka Bangladesh have done far better in
present age, soft power always plays a major rele in
shaping relations with countries and we have paid a
scant attention to this aspect in building bridge with
the US. The Perception about Pakistan in US is fairly
negative.

Clearly, we have excellent relation with Saudi Arabia
but those are essentially at elite level, it would be
challenging to improve relations with stubborn India
however the bitter enemies have found ways of
developing a functional relationship in the pursuit of
higher national interest .Saner Voices in India are
advising Moodi to change its foreign policy towards
Pakistan which is hurting their country interest.

The post 9/11 war on terrorism in Pakistan has had
two principal elements the government's battle with
jihad group banned. after the attacks in Newyork and
the U.5. Pursit of Al-Qaeda, usually (but not always) in
Co-operation with Pakistani Forces.

In 2004 the Pakistani Army launched a
pursuit of Al-Qaeda members in the mountain area of
Waziristan on the Afghan border, Although sceptics
guestion the sincerity of this pursuit. Clashes there
erupted into a low-level conflied with Islamic
militants and local tribesman,

Sparking the Waziristan war. A short-lived truce
known as the Waziristan accord was brokered in

September 2006 which indicated Pakistan's
reluctance of fight Islamia militia. Terrorist attack
stages in Pakistan have killed over 35,000 of which
are law enforcement personal, and caused material
damage to the Pakistani economy totaling 567
billion.

Mow the solution of this big problem is
education.

One of the factor of terrorism is extremism in
the religion. The extremist justifies killing in name of
God and to deal with this problem education plays a
greatrole.

Education helps in proper understanding of a
person’'s own religion, then towards proper
understanding in tolerance, towards other Faiths in
religion.

Many of them are forced to work under
inhuman conditions where their miseries know no
end. Though there are laws banning child labor, still
children continue to be exploited as cheap labor. It is
because the authorities are unable to implement the
laws meant to protect children from being engaged
as laborrs. Children are forced to work is completely
unregulated condition without adequate food,
proper wages, and rest. They are subjected to
physical, sexual and emotional abuse.

According to an estimate by International Labor
Organization (ILO), poverty is the primary and major

reason behind the menace of child labor. Talking
about Pakistan, the country has high per capita of
approximately $ 1900. The daily wages of a middle
class person in Pakistan is around $ 6 on average. An
average Pakistani has to feed nine or ten people with
this minimal wage. Another big cause of child labor is
high rate of inflation. In the year 2008, 17.2% of the
total country's population lives below poverty line.
This is the lowest figure in the history of Pakistan. Due
to immense poverty prevailing in the country,
parents urge their children to work in order to reach
the target of take-home salary. According to a
research, another main cause of child labor in
Baluchistan’s fishing sector was the low quality of
education, lack of job opportunities, and lack of
economic progress In the region.

Child labor can only be suppressed if the government
takes an action against it. The government ought to
pass strict rules regarding child labor. Children should
be at school, and only light part-time work, after
school hours, should be allowed for children over 12
years. Education should also be provided by the
government, free of cost, so it could be within every
child’s reach. Children need social and professional
skills that only school and a nurturing environment
can provide. The government should provide social
services to help children and families survive crises
such as diseases or loss of home and shelter. Child
workers should be replaced by adult workers. There
are 800 million unemployed adults in the world; and
yet, the number of working children is estimated to
be at over 300 million. Child labor can only be put to
an end by our efforts.

Child is one of the major problems facing Pakistan
today. Only 40% of children in Pakistan are attending
school and the rest of the 60% helping parents to get
food for family, which is almost one proper meal a
day. The human rights commission of Pakistan
estimated in the 1990°s , that 11 million children
were working in the country, half of which were
under the age of ten. The median age for a child
entering the workforce for seven, down from eight
years old in 1994. It was estimated that one quarter of
the country’s work force was made up of children.

In Hyderabad a city of Pakistan, children enter work
force at the age of 4 or 5 employed to make bangles
and bracelet. Each child makes around 12 sets and
per set containing 65 bangles, and only receive Rs. 40
which takes around 2 to 3 days. This happens not only
in Hyderabad but in all the slums of Pakistan. When a
child of 4 or 5 even 13 or 14 years old works,
continuously for 12 hours or more, they are attacked
by mental, physical moral and social harm. Poverty is

the greatest single cause behind child . The Govt. has
passed laws in an attempt to limit child and indenture
servitude, but those laws are universally ignored. In
December 2014, the U.5. department of list of goods
produced by child or forced reported that 9 out of 10
goods are produced by children in Pakistan. This
includes brick making, carpets weaving, making glass
bangles, leather and surgical instruments, as well as
coal mining.

Children are the future of Pakistan, if we cannot
educate these children, we cannot make Pakistan an
educated country. The solution to resolve this

problem is to ban the children from any kind of
employment under the age of 8, and the children
who are doing work at the age of 8 should not be

doing work which is not prepared for a child which is
unsafe, like coal mining, working in factories etc.
instead children should be employed for something
easier like, salesman in a shop or something even
more convenient. Children should be going to school
and should only do work as a part time job. The Govt.
should take care of the children’s fee's.
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CHILD KIDNAPING

Child kidnapping is the most common problem in
Pakistan. It is prevailing day by day because enough
importance to this problem is not given that it
requires and also because of inactive police of
Pakistan. Because of continuous negligence from
parents and society, kidnappers find it easy to kidnap
children. Kidnappers kidnap, kill and then dump
children or they kidnap for ransome and threaten
parents that if they report to police, they will kill their
child. Children are mostly kidnapped from streets,
shops or parks.

As it is,
over 60pc of Pakistan's population is facing food
insecurity with malnutrition a common condition.
While population growth is slowing down across the
developed world and in certain developing countries,
that is not so in Pakistan's case. Since the year 2000
alone, the country's population has increased by
34pc. Certainly, one must account for refugees and
displaced persons in this population surge but this
does not absolve the government of the
consumption strain and resource burden placed by
overpopulation.

For a country that started out with a population of 33
million in 1947, we are now the fifth most populous
nation in the world with an estimated 182 million
population.

About three years ago | was a fourteen year old,
typical army brat; that is how | see myself whenever |
look back now. A carefree girl living the most thrilling
and exhilarating life possible with the word 'Army’
branded on her forehead. But it was, and still is the
exact opposite of my parents. Or maybe it's just my
imagination. Anyway, this story is from my point of
view so that doesn't really matter.

We visit my grandparents' house very seldom, once in
a blue moon. And whenever we do, | feel haunted, A
large mansion full of big furnished rooms inhabited
by memaories, relics , pictures, old music record, a
great deal of dust; but all people. The loudest sound |
hear in that house is of silence. Having two married
daughters and a son serving the Army doesn't leave
much for an elderly couple to worry about. A simple
life, a regular routine, an occasional phone call,
maybe a chat in the lawn, and that's pretty much it.
Such a life, my grandparents live. There is always a
formality in the conversation between my
grandparents and me. For instance, they never call
me 'Tu', which is what my maternal grandmother
calls me and | love it when she does. So, their
presence and absence are two things | fail to
distinguish between.

Three years ago my paternal grandmother suffered
from a severe case of kidney failure. The doctors had
lost all hope. They told my father that if he wanted to
take one last chance he should take his mother to
CMH Rawalpindi, which he made in a jiffy. He stayed
at the hospital for weeks. All | knew back at home was
that my grandmother was very sick and was admitted
inthe hospital. No one told me she could die,

| saw her for myself a few weeks after being admitted.
As | was walking towards the ICU | could feel the
dread seep in and my feet got heavy. | couldn't
recognize her for a moment because of all the tubes
on her face. She was kept on dialysis and was in a
state called 'psychosis’, away from this dimension,
not recognizing anyone. In her mind there were
flashbacks of her entire life. She might have been
seeing the time spent with her children when they
were young, her job, herself working around the
house, the children playing, screeching. In her
dejected condition, she in her simulations smiled and
gave my father a tiny smack like she might have done
when he was a boy. Then she looked at all of us one
after the other very intense, failing to recognize
anyone. At this | lost it. Something inside me
snapped. | kept telling myself, "I'm not going to cry,
I'm not going to cry ", but | didn't realize that | had
already wet my face.

| don't know what | was feeling then. It wasn't some
pleasant memory | was crying over, nor was it any
kind of strong bond | saw breaking between my
grandmother and me, it was a wvery heawy,
inexplicable feeling,

By the grace of God she survived that attack and the
doctors discharged her after about a month saying, "
she can go home now. One stays fine with children
around Which children? Where were these children?
In her house children were found in
incomprehensible whispers, pictures, on the phone
but seldom in front of her.

| feel a deep sympathy and helplessness for my
grandparents but | feel an even deeper compassion
for my father. Sometimes the Army can ask us to
sacrifice something much bigger than our life.
Sometimes it asks us to sacrifice our family.
