In the present world for me the story of a legendary
Indian Occupied Kashmiri (I0OK) freedom fighter a 22-
year-old boy martyred Burhan Muzaffar Wani is full of
inspiration. He was born in September 19, 1994 in
Tral area of Pulwama. His father and mother are
teachers at government schools in Tral. He joined the
armed struggle in October 16, 2010. Burhan was
popular on social media as a commander of the
largest indigenous Kashmiri freedom fighter's
organization Hizbul Mujahideen.
He is the one who has changed the nature of guerrilla
warfare. He was a brave and innovative freedom
fighter and a commander of Hizbul Mujahideen. He
was on the same page of the All Parties Hurriyat
Conference (APHC) to promote Kashmir's cause. His
specialty was that he never hid his identity his real
name was known to everyone. Dashing Burhan
became the real face of Kashmiri freedom fighters
and promoted Kashmir cause by using social media
since 2011 to 2016. He shared his uniform wearing
pictures from dense forests and lush green orchards
in the south of I0K. He warmed and ruled over the
hearts of the young generation of Kashmir. He moved
from one area to another area at night and slept in
day to change his location in south Kashmir. Burhan
had a mature political approach he shared video
messages and disagreed with the idea of separate
residential colonies for Kashmiri Pundits and
declared them the part of Kashmiri culture. He
brought all militants in Kashmir to fight under an

umbrella against illegal Indian rule in IOK. He was a
good cricketer and a fan of Shahid Khan Afridi.
He leads many crackdowns against Indian army with
the help of local people who helped him by throwing
stones on Indian terrorist attacks which was clear
depiction of his popularity and idealism by the people
of IOK.

He took away the sleeping of Indian military terrorist
for more than six years who finally announced one
million Indian rupees on the arrest of Burhan Wani.
The Indian army martyred Burhan Wani at Bumdoora
village in Kokernag area on July 8, 2016. He was
buried after being covered in Pakistani flag. More
than one million people gathered at Eidgah Tral and
offered 40 funerals of Burhan. Longest shutdown
and curfew from July 8, 2016 to February 2017 was
observed in the history of |IOK to mourn the
martyrdom of Burhan. The UN General Assembly
session on September 2016 and declared him the
icon of Kashmir's young generation for the struggle of
right to self-determination

The Pakistan government need tackle the root
causes of extremism, as militants can still carry out
spectacular attacks.

Conservative Pakistan, with its limited family
planning, has one of the highest birth rates in Asia at
around three children per woman, according to the
World Bank and government figures. That has led to a
fivefold increase of the population since 1960, now
touching 207 million, results from last year's census
show.

Pakistan is on the verge of an ecological disaster, if
authorities do not urgently address looming water




Shortages. Official estimates show that by 2025 the
country will be facing an "absolute scarcity" of water,
with less than 500 cubic meters available per person -
- just one-third of the water available in parched
Somalia, according to the UN. Political initiative will
be essential to building infrastructure to reverse the
course of the impending crisis. There is also little in
the way of public education on water conservation.
This government will also have to deal with a number
of nerve-wracking challenges pertaining to foreign
policy. Efforts are required to bring India to the table
in order to negotiate the Kashmir problem, and for
water crisis between the countries.

The newfangled government will also need to ensure
China stays committed to its planned S$65bn
speculation in China Pakistan Economic Corridor
(CPEC) that is anticipated to build direly-required
infrastructure for Pakistan.

Dealing with umpteen challenges confronting the
state-pertaining to the economy, water crisis, energy
crisis, foreign policy, internal and border security, and
civil-military relation- is genuinely a laudable deal.
Khan will have to perform exceptionally to
consummate his promises of eradicating poverty,
opening 10 million jobs, depoliticized police,
autonomous foreign policy, accountability for all.
The PTI has struggled for 22 years to come to power,
supported by the middle and lower middle classes. Its
leader, Imran Khan, understands the real issues of the
masses. He is a man of principle and he will take a
stand on all these issues. He is an honest, sincere and
visionary leader. He is supported by technocrats,
intellectuals, and professionals of all fields.
Imran Khan values the youth of Pakistan and expects
innovative approaches to solve all issues. He has

We
decided a time of 6:00pm, and with permission from
our parents, we met just outside the main entrance.
The venue for the fair was a large park which was at a
distance of 5 minute walk from my house, so there
wasn'tany hustle in reaching the fair.

After saying 'hi' to each other and counting our
money, we headed inside. It was dark and the lights of
the many rides were shining brightly, which definitely
appeared attractive to the tourist's eye. We went on
the Cyclone, a rollercoaster of heights that | was
afraid of at first, then the Whirlwind. We felt puckish
and ate at the hot dog stand.

We walked aimlessly for 10 minutes and we were
about to pay for our tickets for the bumper karts
when | noticed | had forgotten my wallet at the hot
dog stand. | told the others to go on without me while
| fetched my wallet.

When | reached the stand, an ear-splitting sound of
metal wrenching filled the air. Fear seeped through
my veins and | looked around trying to make sense of

Thankfully, we made it
out of there; and with the help of a belt, stopped the
profound bleeding. | knew he was going to make it
out alive but his face would have been disfigured for
life.
