Due to the terror caused by extremism, Islamophobia
has become a bone of contention in the West.
Nonetheless, the major cause of seizure of the vision
over Islamophobiais undoubtedly the global media.

Since the Paris attacks on 13" November 2015 anti-
Islamic rhetoric in the United States has been
escalated as reported by The Economist. The United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland that is
home to about 4.4 million Muslims, establishing a
Muslim community as the second largest community.
Unfortunately, Muslims living in England, Scotland
and Wales were under severe threat from other
ethnicities after the last 4 attacks in two years.

The National Accountability Bureau is endeavoring to
come up to nations expectations in eradicating
corruption.

The transparency international global report on 2019
corruption says otherwise.

Pakistan managed to score only 32 points and was
ranked at the 120th spot amongst 180 countries .
Even general secretary of PTl agreed that corruption
has increased as the following party came into power.
While NAB Chairman says corruption is the major
hurdle in the way of progress and is creating poverty
and injustice, has there been any work done against
corruption? Recently the new NAB ordinance and
amendments have caused a quite stir amongst the
political parties, the amendment has excluded all
causes against the tax from previews of NAB.

Leaders of opposition parties have fiercely opposed
the NAB ordinance 2019 calling it a tactic by the PM
to save himself from accountability while NAB
strongly denied that there is a going politics of
Accountability in the country. This time the superior
judiciary has also found that during last year,

not once or twice but there are more cases coming up
that NAB is wrong in making corruption cases and
arresting individuals for months and years. It has
been stated that during inquiries, politicians have
been in physical remand for more than 100 days but
only extending their judicial remand for more days
when appearing before court.

Taking in mind the transparency corruption report
people have been doubting NAB's action against
corruption that they are only arresting individuals
before even providing any evidence against them.
While corruptionisincreasing in Pakistan and jails are
filling up politicians within NAB's custody without
any evidence, It can be seen that the National
Accountability Bureau has failed to eradicable
corruption in Pakistan.

Pakistan is facing major challenges in many fields. The
country has been fragile for a long time due to
extremism, fundamentalism and the menace of
terrorism. Terrorism eroded the country for long time
but after a long battle the nation was able to
overcome it to a greater extent. The nation is also
facing an economic terrorism in the form of
corruption which has made the country vulnerable
and it is a roadblock in the path of the nation's
progress in the sophisticated economic world where
the country's economy has become a benchmark to
determine the nation's success. According to an
annual survey held by Transparency International, a
global coalition against corruption, in 2018, Pakistan
stands on 117" position in the list (least to most) of
countries having corruption.

This fact may act as astonishment for Pakistanis as
every other day we are enlightened with the public
statements by National Accountability Bureau (NAB),
planning to file reference against another accused
charged with corruption. Apparently, it looks like as if
NAB is finally working smoothly and flawlessly after
20 years of its creation, but on the same hand we see
NAB's prosecution dwindling to prove the charges
against the accused. The number of references filed
by NAB seems to be equal to the number of accused
getting out on bails.
